All Behaviour is communication so every effort must be made to understand it.

All consequences must be viewed as a conversation to improve future behaviour.
All responses to unwanted behaviour must be appropriate and consistent!

Reconnect & Repair

In life we all make mistakes. What is important to us is the learning that takes place to
ensure children do not continue to make the same mistakes or display the same
behaviour over and over again. Talking to our children and guiding them through tricky
situations is the most powerful way to support them in making changes to their own
behaviour. Children need to take ownership of their behaviour before they can take steps
to change it. We believe this is achieved by having constructive conversations with every
child and understanding the underlying reason for the behaviour. We as humans often
damage relationships through our behaviour therefore, we must ensure any damage is
repaired and relationship strengthened.
